Minutes of meeting held on Thursday 17th January 2008 at Gannochy Community Hall at 7.30pm.

Present:  Richard Salvin (Chairman); Colin Styles (Treasurer); Margaret Cairns (Secretary); Deirdre Beaton; Brian Raine; Andrew Douglas; Councillor Archie MacLennan; Councillor Heather Stewart; Constable Graham Ogilvie and Constable Laing and 1 member of the public.

Apologies:    Councillor Jack Coburn and Councillor Peter Barrett.

1. Welcome:  Chairman Richard Salvin welcomed everyone to the meeting.

2. Minutes of Meeting:  Minutes of the previous meeting of 20th December were approved.

3. Matters Arising:  Constable Ogilvie apologised for non attendance at the last meeting and that his apology was sent to the previous secretary, Pamela Renfrew, by mistake.

4. Constable’s Report:  Constable Ogilvie reported that since 23rd November there were 8 calls re youths in areas from Murray Royal to Commercial Street.  Also calls re vandalism and break-ins, damage to cars in Potterhill, Backwynd and Murray Royal Hospital.  His advice is to BE VIGILANT, LOCK CARS, SET ALARMS, PARK IN YOUR DRIVEWAY INSTEAD OF THE STREET, PARK UNDER STREET LIGHTS.

5. Murray Royal Hospital Development:  Brian Raine reported that the next meeting is on 29th January, 2008 at 2.30pm.  There will also be a pre-meeting to put forward an Agenda for the next meeting. Roddy Young, Chairman of the Civic Trust is to attend this meeting, to investigate co-ordination of our efforts.  Main concern is still the continuous use and retention of the full size Football Pitch.  PKC are also supporting this. The other continuing concern is the traffic implications, particularly the issues of site traffic and the Main Entrance at Gannochy Road.  

Alternative health based uses for Buildings have been suggested to the NHS by the Community Council.

Both the Traffic issues and the alternative uses of existing buildings are to be passed onto the Bidders involved in the initial design stages 

6. Planning:
6.1  Planning Applications:  3 applications had been checked and found to be in 

 order:

 07/02543/FUL, High Arrow, Manse Road – Conservatory.

 07/02712/FUL,  18 Fernhill Road - Extension

 07/02730/FUL,   Bowerswell Home – 2 additional houses.

6.2  Perth Area Draft Plan:  The letter from the community council has been sent to Peter   Marshall, PKC reiterating comments and feelings on Murray Royal Hospital, Traffic and Road Links, 3rd Bridge and No Housing in BGK area until the new bridge is in place.  Also to remove 230 houses at Murray Royal from the Draft Plan as the site may now be used for NHS Services.

6.3
St. Mary’s Monastery: The community council is aware there is an intention from the Monastery and Cala Housing to pursue an application for housing in the top field of their ground. There has been site survey work already carried out. The Community Council will oppose this on the grounds of:- 1) Green Belt/Area of Great Landscape Value. 2) Traffic – roads inadequate 3) No Primary school places available in the area 4) an important listed build will be surrounded by housing.  5) Tree Preservation Order in process via Conservation Dept.

7.   Kinnoull Church Lime Tree:  Wall beside this prominent tree became dangerous to the public when cracking appeared.  After work was carried out to protect the wall, die back on the tree occurred. Work was then required to cut the tree hard back. These enforced actions have resulted in the Church having to outlay expenditure of approx £8000.  As this work was carried out as a result of PKC wishing to retain the tree, the Community Council would like to know if PKC can financially help here and will make some enquiries.
8. PKC Councillors Reports:  Heather Stewart had a call from a resident of Potterhill flats regarding vandalism at the back of the garages.  She will try to set up a meeting with the Police and the Potterhill residents for sometime in February. 

Peter Barrett sent the following report in his absence:- “The crossing at Pitcullen  Crescent has been approved and should be installed by April this year.

The Connect 2 bid for funding for a pedestrian bridge from the North Inch towards Quarry Mill and Scone was successful and further details of the full funding are being worked on. A number of projects in the successful national bid have folded so we are hoping for an increased contribution. 

A recycling point has been installed on Gannochy Road.  

I will be meeting with parents at Kinnoull Primary school to take forward safer routes to school issues including School Brae and Back Wynd. Some local residents have complained about parking congestion on Brompton Terrace and the ineffectiveness of the white line markings.  I am raising this matter with the police, the school and parents. 

Fairmount Road: a proposal to extend parking restrictions by about 2 car lengths at the foot of Fairmount Road will be brought forward but it may not be until after the summer due to current back log. 

Dundee Road: I arranged for the drainage channel to be cleared following the wire meshing of the rock-face on Dundee Road near Fairmount Road, residents had complained of black ice forming from water run-off. 

Following complaints from residents I have arranged for gritting at Bowerswell which will follow the whole loop round the cottages beyond the bus shelter.”

The Chairman said on Councillor Barrett’s report that the Pitcullen Crescent Crossing needs clarification from PKC as to where it will be situated.  An onsite meeting between all parties involved should be arranged before work starts.  Connect 2 – Is Planning Permission needed?  Council has concerns if money is required from their budgets.  Community Council will raise this matter with Bernadette Malone, Chief Executive.  Recycling Point in Gannochy Road, did this have planning permission?

9. Treasurer’s Report:  Account paid to Gilmartin for Bulb Planting came to £2,820.00
