On behalf of the Community Council I wish to object to the above Planning Application. 

The Community Council is the current owner of the Millennium Park and is the only directly adjoining property affected by this application. As far as I’m aware the Community Council have not been officially notified as a neighbour and therefore it will render this application invalid?

I also receive from your department a weekly list of planning applications, and have not noted this one, despite being advised by an outside source I am required to make any comments by 17th June 2008? 

Could you please advise me our position regarding this situation.

In the event the Community Council has missed the above two queries we object on the following aspects of the application on the information I have had passed onto me.

1) Visual concerns; I understand the mast is to be 2.5 times the height of the current lamp-posts. This will be an eyesore in this parkland area and interrupt exceptional views to Perth and beyond from the Millennium Park.  

As a possible option, there are several high trees on the other side of the road in the Murray Royal grounds that could visually camouflage such a high mast?

2) Safety Concerns; The public and in particular, children are using this Park.  

A) There is no pavement or kerb protecting this equipment from the traffic on this narrow road. The mast in particular would be very vulnerable in a car accident. 

B) Radiation from such masts is also a cause for concern and the Community Council would require clear confirmation there is no health risk to the public here?

3) Maintenance of verge; To keep this verge tidy, as it is visually part of the Park, kerb grass cutting is carried out by the Roads Department on a regular basis. This proposed equipment will hamper this task.

4) Outline Planning has been granted at the Murray Royal Hospital 06/02346/OUT, and road alterations are planned in this location, and could be in serious conflict with this application.

In general, the Community Council strongly objects on the grounds that the location chosen for the equipment is completely inappropriate, and trust you will  take our comments into consideration when considering this application.
