Kinnoull Conservation Area Appraisal and Tree Preservation Requests

Thank you for your letter 11 October 2007 and enclosed maps identifying the existing Conservation Areas.

Conservation Extensions. 

Please find enclosed marked up map identifying extensions to the existing boundaries that the Community Council submit for your consideration :-

1) Riverside extension – Commercial Street. This is a fairly recent development built in 1978. It is a group of buildings of outstanding architectural quality that have been awarded many design accolades. 

In 2002 this development was subjected to a PKC replacement window contract, which was unsympathetically executed and caused great concern at the time. 

I enclose letter dated 11 October 2002 for your information, explaining these concerns.  

To include it within the conservation area would offer some deserved  protection in the future.

2)  Riverside extension – north of Perth Bridge. 

Bridgend and the riverside frontage along Isla Road provides an important vista from the North Inch. 

This whole stretch is mainly in private ownership, and consequently open for development. 

Due to its prominent riverside location development along here would require to be of the highest quality.  The added importance of a conservation area here would give this riverside area added protection.

3) Barnhill – To extend the Kinnoull conservation Area through to the Barnhill area would provide a continuity to this important hillside. There are quality environments in these areas – Glebe Terrace, Bellwood Park and Fairmount Terrace, including Branklyn Gardens of international importance.  

To conserve this area also adds further protection to Kinnoull Hill on the important visual (city) side.

Tree Preservation Orders Requests (TPO’s) – see enclosed marked-up map

I refer to my on site meeting with Conservation Officer - Richard Welch on 19 November 2007 when we looked at the following groups of trees the Community Council consider important to protect:-

TPO 1 – St Mary’s Monastery – The group of trees below the main entrance and the line of trees above the main entrance, provide an important protection of this important building from Hatton Road and the residential area on the opposite side of the road.

TPO 2 – The corridor of trees growing by the burn running from the Monastery past Fernhill House (Fernhill Burn?) and the two right angled legs from this corridor running up to Kinnoull Hill and Bellwood House (mainly Beech) provide an important wildlife link as well as a critical barrier from residential areas to AGLV/Green Belt and Kinnoull Hill. 

I would be pleased to discuss the above requests further if appropriate and look forward to hearing from you in due course.
