My previous PA letter concerning Grundon’s proposed development at Shore Road highlighted serious concerns with the safety of deadly syngas. It also highlighted Perth and Kinross Council’s lack of understanding of the technical issues. Unfortunately, my concerns don’t stop there. Grundon’s proposed development will result in a disturbing increase in community noise day and night.  Grundon’s own assessment of the likely noise impact on the community admits this, despite their intended use of state-of-the-art noise suppression.
 Quoting from their Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA), “. As these treatments (of noise) represent the likely maximum achievable mitigation at source, it is difficult to see what the scope would be for further noise mitigation measures.” In other words, they have reached “the end of the road” on noise mitigation and their residual noise will still be clearly audible above the normal background noise.

So, no arguments, the Shore Road facility will generate noise for the community, especially during the night. This is Grundon’s best possible scenario. It assumes that mechanical equipment will be kept in good repair and that best acoustic mitigation technology is installed and it works! Not much comfort here!

However, it will be much worse for the inmates and the staff of Perth Prison. Again, I quote from Grundon’s EIA, “Note that HMP Prison has been assessed as experiencing large/very large operational noise effects at night.” Indeed, Grundon assesses that the noise level at the prison will be at a level that will result in sleep disturbance.
None of the above is my personal assessment. It is reported directly from the documentation Grundon present in support of their planning application.
I do have a personal assessment though. I believe that it is arrogant for Grundon to even consider imposing this noise nuisance on the people of Perth. Alas, through grave errors made by PKC, Grundon hold the advantage of outline planning permission for the site and they are very determined to exploit this advantage.
